Your solicitor will need to get your title deeds

immediately in order to prepare a contract for the sale of your house and will also need to

take full instructions from you on the details of the sale. There are several pieces of

information and documentation that your solicitor will need and you should start getting them

together now.

If you have a septic tank on the property, evidence of its registration

If you are or ever have been married, a copy of your state marriage or civil
partnership certificate (and copy separation agreement or divorce, if applicable),
BER Certificate showing the energy rating on your home,

Details of any building work you have done with copies of any planning permissions
and architects’ certificates of compliance,

If your property is in a managed development, contact details for the management
company/managing agents, and receipts for service charges,

If the property is let, copy letting agreement,

Details of any contents included in sale,

PPS Number(s) — needed for proof of identity,

Photographic identification such as passport(s),

Utility bill / bank statement (within the last 3 months) to prove your address.
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
